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Principals Report 
 
The teachers at Dalyellup Primary School are always happy to meet with 
parents and carers if you have questions, important information to convey 
or providing an update on how your child is going.  If you would like to 
have these discussions, I strongly encourage you to make a time to meet 
with the teacher rather than an impromptu chat before or after school 
(pick up and drop off).  The impromptu chat before school can be 
particularly problematic.  When the classroom doors are open, the 
teacher is focusing their attention on welcoming the students and helping 
them settle into the day.  Duty of care of the students has commenced for 
the teachers and it is my expectation that they are focusing on the 
students.  While many of us may see this period before school as an 
opportunity to catch up with the teacher, it does distract the teachers from 
their focus on other students.  Like me, I am sure you would prefer the 
teacher focusing on supporting the children during this settling in period 
and preparing themselves for the dayôs lessons. 
 
In addition to the point above, a scheduled meeting allows the teacher 
time to prepare quality information for you about how your child is going.  
It also allows them to focus on the discussion and your child, rather than 
trying to discuss issues while supervising 25 to 30 students.  Thank you 
for your support. 
 
Nut Allergies (Nutella) 
 
As we are all aware, many children have allergies, some with very 
serious, even life threatening reactions.  Some of the causes of allergies, 
such as bee stings, are reactions to the natural world and we have little 
choice but to learn to manage the risk.  However, there are some causes 
that we can more easily avoid such as nut allergies.  We have students in 
the school who have severe nut allergies and food such as peanut paste 
and Nutella are a significant risk.  This risk can come from even the most 
minor traces of nuts on things such as play equipment or furniture. 
I am asking for your support in not sending your child to school with nut 
products.  Nutella appears to be a very common sandwich choice, 
however I know there are families who are very anxious about their 
children coming into contact with this paste.  Nutella makes an ideal after 
school snack and perhaps a salad sandwich or wrap would be a more 
suitable and healthy choice for lunch. 
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Crazy Hair Day & Worlds Greatest Shave 
 
We had an amazing response to the Crazy Hair Day and Worlds Greatest 
Shave, with $6182.34 raised to support cancer research.  A number of 
very brave students, along with Ms Lindsay, took on the óWorldôs Greatest 
Shaveô challenge which significantly increased Dalyellupôs contribution.
